EnergyConnector is a digital 
matchmaking tool that allows 
industry partners to offer in-
demand resources to educators to 
fund, enrich, and enable Energy & 
Natural Resources (ENR) education

Industry partners list available 
resources to support student and 
educator learning (e.g., guest 
speakers, field trips, equipment 
donations, externships, and more).

Educators browse the platform and 
request specific resources from 
nearby organizations.

Matches are confirmed when industry 
partners accept requests and 
coordinate engagement with 
educators.

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Step 5: Add resources
Use the dashboard to submit resources your 
organization can offer (e.g., guest speakers, field trips, 
donations):
• Click “Add Resource”

Provide the following information:
• Resource Type
• Resource Title*
• Resource Status
• Location Restrictions
• Education Level(s)
• Each resource type includes additional, optional 

questions. Please complete all required fields and 
provide any relevant details.

Click “Submit” to finalize. Repeat exercise for all 
resources your organization can provide. You can 
edit or update this information at any time.

*Provide a general title for your resource. Most organizations will only need one entry per 
resource type. Multiple entries may be required if the resource is tied to different locations or 
specific programs —title them clearly to highlight the distinction (e.g., “Field Trip – Robotics Lab 
Experience”)

You can edit, deactivate, or 
remove resources directly from 
your profile if they’re no longer 
available.

All match requests from 
educators will also appear in this 
view.

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Step 7: Receive a connection 
request 

When an Educator requests one 
of your active resources, you’ll 
get an email notification from:

“noreply@email.getintoenergy.org”

Please follow the link in the email 
to promptly response to this 
request. 

Note: Your contact information 
will not be shared until you 
approve the request from the 
EnergyConnector platform.



Reviewing a Request
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Step 8: Review a request

After logging in to access your Industry 
Profile, you will be able to view all your 
connection requests on your dashboard

To view your connection requests, navigate 
to “Connection Requests”, and click the 
green “Review & Reply” button.

This will bring up the “Review Resource 
Request” window where you can review the 
details of the educator’s request. 

At the bottom, you will need to select either 
“Accept Connection” or “Reject Connection”



Accepting a Request
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Step 8: Accepting a request 

Once a request has been accepted, both you 
and the educator will receive an email with 
both of your Name, Title, and Email Addresses 
from your profile.  

You may now coordinate the logistics of 
fulfilling the request.

Note: the coordination of resource fulfillment 
happens off the platform. Once you accept a 
request, communication will happen off the 
EnergyConnector platform via email.

Declining a Request
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Step 8: Declining a request 

If you choose to decline a request, you will be 
prompted to select a reason. Please select 
the most applicable and click “Reject 
Connection”

The educator will be able to see your 
response on their Educator Dashboard.

Note: Your contact information will not be 
shared in this case, since the match was not 
successful
